“I am Joaquin”

While reading, “I am Joaquin”, several ideas were discussed in class (e.g., social injustices, cultural pride, oppression, heritage, machismo, questioning authority, etc.).  Corky Gonzalez calls for a revolution.  This revolution may take different forms depending on who reads the poem.  Therefore, you are responsible for the following:

· A collage of images that represent YOU and YOUR personal call to a revolution (100 points)
· Your “I am…” poem mirroring Corky’s poem (75 points)
· A class presentation explaining your work (4-5 minutes)             (50 points)
· A Reflection of what you learned about yourself (75 points)
Total points = 300 
Requirements for Image Collage and Poem:
· Pick 10 symbolic, meaningful images that represent who you are and your revolutionary call 

· Your collage must have your poem (at least 4 stanzas of poetry, 4 lines each) centered on the board

· Every image must have an adjective that describes something about you or your revolution

· Pictures are allowed (However, pictures must be appropriate for a classroom setting)

Requirements for Presentation:
· Practice effective public speaking skills

· Read your poem and explain your collage

· Address questions that may arise 

· Minimum of 4 minutes will be strictly enforced

Requirements for Reflection (Minimum of 2 pages typed):
· Reflection must be in essay form 
· Typed using Times New Roman font or similar fonts 
· MLA style citations when needed
· Double-spaced
· Minimum of two pages
· Explain your work
· What did you learn about yourself?

Start as soon as possible
     and put some brainpower into the assignment! Some time will be given in class,

     but you must work mainly at home!  No late work will be accepted!
